 Julian is also survived by his daughter, Jennifer Holston Mayes, age 67.

 Washington, age 64, and her sons Stephan Miller (39), Adam Miller (37), 
 and Thomas Miller (30). Julian also very much loved his beautiful white 

 Pomeranian, Nina (age 9). Julian was surrounded by lifelong friends and 
 extended family (and so much love), at the time of his death.
